This year | had the blessing and opportunity attend the 219"
General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) and to be the
Moderator of the Committee on Church Growth, Christian Education, and
the Presbyterian Investment and Loan Program. For three days during the
assembly | was able to work with a very talented and faithful leadership
team (we began our work together a few weeks ago) and a wonderful
group of committee members (about 50 youth and adults) from all over
the nation. During our time together, we had the opportunity to approve
(among other things):

1) recommendations from the Multicultural Church Network;

In the discussions of these issues, we have heard from folks who are
doing exciting work in racial ethnic ministries, church growth, immigrant
ministry, and youth ministry. Because the amount of our business (and
lack of controversy within the business before us), we were also been able
to participate in a series together called "Travelling Light." Leaders from
our denomination in church growth and evangelism guided us through a
study of John 10:1-11 and we were able to share with each other our
thoughts on this passage as well as our hopes and dreams for church
growth and evangelism in our own communities and presbyteries. This
was a very exciting time for our committee. We were grateful to have had
the opportunity to move beyond business and parliamentary procedure to
the visioning process of how we can be a part of sharing the Good News of
the amazing grace and love of Christ in our world. We also had the
opportunity on one of our days to have a panel discussion in the morning
and take a bus tour to visit some exciting, vibrant, and faithful churches in
the Minneapolis area this afternoon. | was thrilled to be a part of the work

As we move forward toward the much-anticipated use of our
land, may we continue to consider how God is calling us to grow as
disciples in our worship, study and prayer, and how God is calling us to
reach out into the community and world around us as we share the Good
News of Jesus Christ with others.
