Dear friends, 

 

Just over a year ago, in May 2009, we met as a congregation one Sunday 

afternoon on our land on Great Ridge Parkway.  We gathered in the woods in a circle, 

read scripture and sang songs together, giving thanks to God for the gift of the land 

that would become our home.  We brought forward rocks and put them in a pile, 

following a tradition that dates back thousands of years ago, when , according to 1 

Samuel 7:12, Samuel took a stone and set it up and called it ñEbenezerò which means 

ñstone of helpò and said, ñThus far the Lord has helped us.ò  At this moment in the 

history of Israel, Samuel and the Israelites see very clearly how they would not have 

reached the point where they stood without Godôs help.   

 

Eugene Peterson writes,  

 

 The narrator of this story, detail by detail, is shifting the ground of our 

understanding of life: we begin with God, and everything follows from that; the 

invisible is more real than the visible . . . The life of faith is never only a matter 

of the soul; nor is it ever merely circumstantial.  The interior and exterior are 

always impinging on and affecting each other.  Every once and a while there is 

a remarkable confluence of the two elements that calls for recognition.  

Ebenezer is one of those moments of recognition.

 Friends, last year we raised our Ebenezer on the land God gave us, giving 

thanks to God that God had brought us to the point of owning our own land.  This 

year, we find ourselves also giving thanks for Godôs continued mercies upon us, for 

Godôs presence with us as we have moved through this capital campaign witnessing 

the great generosity of this community, and for the faith that God has given to this 

community which has allowed us to have a vision for our future together and for a 

future which is beyond our imagination and our own lifetimes.   

 

 We have already raised our Ebenezer, but again in our journey together, we 

remember that we have come this far only by the guidance and grace of God.  We give 

thanks to God for the faith and commitment of this community and for Godôs presence 

in our lives at all times.  And we remember that apart from God, we can do nothing. 

 

            In 1758 Robert Robinson wrote the words to one of my favorite hymns, which 

refers to these moments of recognition in our lives of faith.  How appropriate it is for 

us to remember it at this milestone of our lives, having exceeded our capital campaign 

goal and as we look forward to breaking ground for our first building: 

 

 Here I raise my Ebenezer, 

  Hither by Thy help Iôm come; 

 And I hope, by Thy good pleasure, 

  Safely to arrive at home. 

 

 May God continue to guide us along the way . . .
